Teacher Education Requirements are as follows:
Along with Composition I, Composition II Speech, General Psychology, Developmental Psychology, Seminar, Foundations the student must also complete a Peer Jury review, application for admission to teacher education, take and pass the PPST with the scores of Reading 173, Writing 172, Math 172.
