Guidelines for Transfer Nursing Students

Questions about how to transfer into the nursing program at Southwestern College?   Here are the answers!

It is possible to complete your general education and support course work at a community college or other four-year college.  You may then be eligible to transfer to Southwestern College's nursing program and complete your BSN in two years.  Each fall, students are admitted into the junior year of the nursing program.  Below is the process for completing the BSN if you have prior course work.  

1. At least 60 college credits must be completed prior to transfer to Southwestern; a grade point average at least 2.75 is required.     
2. Southwestern’s general education curriculum must be satisfied.  

3. The  following prerequisite courses are required by the nursing program.  They can be taken at any time, in any order prior to beginning the nursing program.

	· English Composition 1 or Freshman English 1
	· English Composition 2 or Freshman English 2

	· Anatomy and Physiology
	· General Chemistry

	· Introduction to Statistics
	· Introduction to Nutrition

	· General Psychology
	· Developmental Psychology or Human Growth and Development

	· Abnormal Psychology
	· Microeconomics or Macroeconomics

	· Pathophysiology is not considered a prerequisite, as it is taken during the nursing curriculum.  However, if pathophysiology is taken at another institution, the following conditions must be met:

· must be taken at a 4-year institution

· a course in microbiology must also be completed

It is a good idea to call the admission office at 620-229-6236 to schedule a campus visit as soon as possible.  Your admissions counselor will schedule an appointment for you to visit with a nursing faculty member.  This will answer your specific questions and get you started with the admission process.  You may also contact the nursing office by calling 620-229-6207.  Or, you may e-mail us at mbutler@sckans.edu.  Once you make the decision to attend Southwestern, follow these steps to be admitted:

· Complete the SC application, and have transcripts of all college work sent to Southwestern (it is best to submit your application as soon as possible…priority date is April 1).

· Complete the nursing program application and submit it to the department of nursing (priority date is April 1).

· Complete an admission interview in the department of nursing (the department secretary will contact you to set up a time for your interview once you have been accepted by the college).  The interview process includes a pre-admission exam which is an assessment of math and writing skills.

After you have been admitted, you will be notified during the summer of additional requirements prior to entering the fall semester, including the following:

· Criteria set forth in the nursing department’s Health Requirement Policy must be met;

· Professional liability insurance must be purchased through the department of nursing; and

· A criminal background check must be conducted, at the student’s expense, in accordance with a procedure developed by the department of nursing.
