SGA Meeting Minutes

Call to Order: 
The meeting was called to order by Vice President Riggs at 5:35PM

Invocation: Given by VP Riggs.

Roll Call: 
There were (4) executives present and (8) Senators.  

Approval of Minutes:
A motion was made by Senator  to pass the minutes as unread. Motion passed without debate.
	
Officer Reports: 
President – Departmental and Campus Improvement grants were due today. These will be sent out via e-mail to Senators and administration. These will be voted on in the March 26th meeting. Senator of the month for February was Erin Buster. Elections are this week.
Vice President – Curriculum Committee discussed probationary students who are put into remedial classes. They may change this so that these students will come for a 6 week course prior to the normal school year. If those classes are passed, then they will be admitted into Southwestern College. There will possibly be a trial run of this system for the upcoming year. There is also the possibility that no probationary admits will be allowed at all. Discussed phone call with Rockhurst University. SGA may change their funding policy to a budget-style. Senator Bruton asked about how the probationary students would be informed of their status. VP Riggs says they will be notified after their admission application has been reviewed. Senator Buster asked if this probationary system is something that other colleges do. VP Riggs said that there has been benchmarking done by faculty members and we would follow the example of other schools. President Prokopis asked if the credit hours earned at the pre-school session would count towards graduation credits. VP Riggs said that there still is debate on whether they would count towards graduation. Senator McGuire asked if the probationary system is in place now, then why don’t they just raise the requirements for admission. Advisor Clemons says that there are still standards, but they try to admit students who just barely miss these standards on a probationary status. 
Treasurer – Met with Tami Pullins to discuss academic advising issues. The four-year academic plan should be on Self-Service at some point. There should also be improved communication between advisors and students. There will hopefully be a survey to gain information about what students are concerned about with academic advising. 
Secretary - 
Student Conduct Advisor – Volunteers will be needed for our fun event on April 28th. These will be 2 hour shifts. Possibly meet with Chris, Sodexo GM, to discuss improvements and concerns on the first Friday of April. Health and Safety Checks are at the end of this week.
STUFU President – (absent) President Prokopis said the Health and Safety week is complete. They are planning more events for Stau Bau.
