com. Full-time students enclose a twenty-five dollar 
($25.00) non-refundable application fee. If you need 
more space to answer any question, attach additional 
sheets with your name on each sheet.

2. Request that an official transcript of your high 
school academic work be sent directly to the 
Southwestern College Office of Admission. If you 
have taken college courses while in high school, 
contact the registrar’s office at each college to have 
your college transcript(s) sent to Southwestern 
College. Student copies of transcripts will not be 
accepted.

3. Take the American College Test (ACT) or the
Scholastic Aptitude Test (SAT) and request that 
your scores be sent to Southwestern College. The 
Southwestern code number for ACT is 1464. The 
Southwestern code number for SAT is 6670.
