· Complete all admission criteria and be admitted to Southwestern College Professional Studies (Click here for additional information on admission requirements.)

· Have earned a minimum of 30 college-level credit hours with at least a 2.0 GPA before applying for entrance into Southwestern College Professional Studies. (It is preferred that learners enter with an AA, AS, AGS, or AAS degree but it is not required.)

· Must submit a New Learner Scholarship application, a typed one-page personal statement (between 500-750 words) that includes long term goals, unique experiences, financial need, and additional information you feel the committee should take into consideration.  Please also submit copies of unofficial transcripts from all previously attended colleges.

· Must not be receiving tuition assistance from an employer/military/VA or other organization (not including Federal financial aid).
